2010 Reimbursement Applications

2010 reimbursement applications are being distributed
to producers and should also have been received by
veterinarians and veterinary clinics.

Complete 2010 Applications need to be postmarked
(or received by fax) by February 1, 2010 for
producers interested in receiving available
reimbursement funding for 2010 Johne's disease
control expenses.

Don't wait until the last minute!!

Since producers have just been notified of their 2009
reimbursement allotments and have invoices and
paperwork on their mind, this is a great time to get in
the 2010 applications!!

Keep in mind these requirements:

e 2010 Reimbursement Application
required(previous years' forms will not be
accepted)

e Premises ID now required (www. wiid.org or call
888-808-1910)

e Signatures of producer and herd veterinarian
required

Incomplete forms will be sent back for completion.
Completed forms will then need to be returned,
postmarked by Feb. 1, 2010, to remain eligible for
available 2010 reimbursement. If the number of
animals for testing and vaccination is left blank,
reimbursement will be considered for the RAMP only.



And remember, interested producers who have not
yet applied for 2009 reimbursement can still submit an
application to be eligible for residual funding - if
available - for calendar year 2009. These clients
should submit the following as soon as they can up to
February 1, 2010:

e 2009 Johne's Disease Control Reimbursement
Application

e W-9 form

e clearly itemized receipts

e maintain annual RAMP renewal

The National Johne's Education Initiative is preparing a
series of newsletters dedicated to the Johne's disease
issues concerning beef herds.

The Wisconsin Livestock Identification Consortium has
notified us of this offer for producers. Pass on this
information to your clients:

Wisconsin has a unique opportunity to advance individual
animal identification and establish a system to quickly
respond to animal disease emergencies. With the assistance
of the Dairy Herd Improvement Associations (DHIA),
producers can now voluntarily participate in a program and
obtain official electronic ID devices at no cost. One can
integrate these devices with electronic milk recording
systems while meeting disease traceability needs by
passing key movement information to the WLIC information
system. All USDA approved devices will be accepted as
official ID in Wisconsin, but only a subset of "DATCP
approved AIN tags" will be available under this program.

This program has limited funds, and applications will be




reviewed on a first come first serve basis. Interested dairy
producers should check with their DHIA Technician or call
their DHIA service provider and receive a signup form.

Highlight From 2nd New Horizons

Your clients know that colostrum is critical to growth and
disease protection in baby calves. Most are also aware of
the possibility of disease transmission through milk.

Some may even be actively managing for this possibility by
testing adults for diseases such as Johne's disease, BLV,
and Mycoplasma and avoiding use of colostrum and milk
from test positive dams.

When clients are thinking about colostrum management,
they should also be thinking about its collection process.
Manure from the dam AND other adults (that could be
shedding bacteria) present on the udder and teats can
contaminate colostrum when it is collected.

When colostrum is contaminated with
bacteria, of course it serves as a direct
source of infection with those bacteria for
the calf. But perhaps of greater concern, %
the bacteria may interfere with absorption of I
the antibiodies the calf needs to protect itself against
these and other infectious agents.

What can your clients do?

Best results are obtained when written protocols
are created and followed:

e Clean and sanitize all equipment

e Meticulously clean and dry teats and udder
immediately prior to collection

e Prevent the calf from suckling

e Store collected colostrum appropriately - Refrigerate
or freeze within 2 hours, discard refrigerated
colostrum after 48 hours, and consider the use of
preservatives, colostrum replacers, and
pasteurization.
