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SUMMARY:

Seven proposed rules have been issued to implement the FDA Food Safety Modernization Act (FSMA). The
initial comment period for each of the rules has closed. Supplemental proposals were issued in mid-September
for changes to proposed rules dealing with Produce Safety, Preventive Controls — Food for Humans, Preventive
Controls — Food for Animals, and Foreign Supplier Verification Programs. The comment period for these
supplemental proposals was scheduled to end December 15.

An implementation deadline has been set for each FSMA-related rule. These deadlines range from August 30,
2015 (Preventive Controls — Food for Humans, Preventive Controls — Food for Animals) to May 31, 2016
(Preventing Intentional Adulteration of Food).

This presentation will highlight key changes evident in the supplemental proposals and discuss some of the
remaining issues.

State regulators are actively considering their role (contractual or otherwise) in implementation of the FSMA-
related rules. Training of each state’s regulators will be necessary for implementation. State regulators will
also have evaluate what changes must be made to their state regulations for consistency with the FSMA-related
rules.
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
